Dr Shuja said that on this important day we would like to pay tribute to our great leader Quaid-i-

Azam Muhammad Ali Jinnah who achieved homeland for the Muslims of British India.

Professor Stanely Wolpert rightly believed that Quaid-i-Azam Muhammad Ali Jinnah possessed
a unique position among all the fathers of the nations. He was the man who altered the course of

history, modified the map of the world and created a Nation State.



Many historians hold him to be the primary historical force, suggesting Pakistan to be a one man
achievement. It was brilliant strategy, will power and political wisdom of Jinnah which made

Pakistan.

Indian leaders also termed the great Quaid as un-purchasable and an incorruptible. Vijay
Lakshmi Pandit said: “If there were one hundred Gandhis and two hundred Abu-ul-Kalam
Azads with the Muslim League and only one Mohammad Ali Jinnah with Congress India would

have never been divided”. Thus, Jinnah’s role was very crucial in the making of Pakistan.

Pakistan was just an idea in 1930s; Dr Allama Muhammad Igbal gave the idea of Pakistan in his

famous Allahabad Address.

Dr.Shuja Mahesar further said that, in the 1940s, Quaid-i-Azam Muhammmad Ali Jinnah began
to convert this idea into reality. He reorganized Muslim League and made it clear that Muslims

need to work for the establishment of separate homeland.

Eventually, a resolution was adopted by All India Muslim League at Lahore in its 27" Annual

session on 23 March 1940, in which i1t was resolved that it is the considered view of this session
of the All India Muslim League that “no constitutional plan would be workable or acceptable
to the Muslims unless it is designed on the basic principles, viz., that geographical contagious
units are demarcated into the regions which should be so constituted with such territorial
readjustments as may be necessary , that the areas in which Muslims are numerically in majority
as in the North Western and Eastern zones of India should be grouped to constitute Independent

States in which Muslims constituent units shall be autonomous and sovereign™.




Dr. Mahesar quoted V. D. Mahajan who in his book “History of Modern India” provided
comments of Dr Lal Bahadur that the resolution was highest culmination of aspiration roused by
the leaders from Sir Sayid Ahmed’s times, but it was never put so boldly as in 1940.

I.H. Qureshi also believed that from now onwards the uslim League’s policy was clear and
unmistakeable. Within the short span of time of seven years, Quaid-i-Azam Muhammad Ali
Jinnah was able to create a country on the map of the World in 1947, Dr.Mahesar said.

Senior Superintendent of Police Jamshoro Mr.Tougeer Naeem said that our youth could bring
about real change in Pakistan only by working hard, ensuring quality education and by adopting
attitude, behavior and approach that was based on moral integrity, interfaith harmony, and belief
in core human values.
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SSP Mr. Naeem added that the sanctity of the day demanded sacrifice and untiring efforts on the
part of all Pakistanis to make Pakistan a prosperous country; elaborating that conventional
warfare had been replaced by ideological warfare that significantly enhanced the importance of

higher education institutions to groom youth from that perspective.

Shields were presented to distinguished guests, whereas; participating and volunteering students
and contributing Organizing Committee Members were awarded appreciation certificates. The

Vice Chancellor appreciated the efforts of organizers of the event.
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Thereafter, a super Youm-e-Pakistan Cricket Gala at Pakistan Cricket Board (PCB) ground of
the varsity under the aegis of Sindh University Directorate of Sports (Boys and Girls)
commenced, in which Vice Chancellor Eleven, Commissioner Eleven, DIG Eleven and Kotri

Eleven teams competed one another for the covetous Youm-e-Pakistan Champion’s Trophy.
