Under the leadership of Prof.Dr.Fateh Muhammad Burfat; Pakistan Study Centre has
started a series of workshops/seminars and conferences. The Centre organized national
conference “Quaid’s Vision: Perspective and Prospects for Pakistan” on October 3, 2018 and
national Seminar “Quaid-e-Azam as a Founder Nation State” on 25" December 2018. In order

to commemorate the Kashmir Solidarity Day on Tuesday 5™ February 2019, the Centre

organized one day national conference “Peace and Resolution of Kashmir Conflict”.

Understanding the need for a peaceful solution to the Kashmir issue, speakers at a national

conference condemned brutal use of force against innocent people in the occupied valley.

They were addressing the conference on ‘Peace and Resolution of Kashmir Conflict’
organized by the Pakistan Study Centre of the University of Sindh, Jamshoro on its campus on

Tuesday to mark Kashmir Day and express solidarity with the Kashmiris.

In his presidential address, Professor Dr. Fateh Muhammad Burfat, Vice Chancellor,
University of Sindh, Jamshoro said Kashmiri brethren have rendered invaluable sacrifices.
Despite atrocities, India was not able to silent the voice of Kashmiri people. “We support their
struggle and pay tribute to them for their struggle for freedom”, he said.
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Dr. Burfat said that acts of violence were committed in Kashmir to stop the struggle of
Kashmiris. India used troops to suppress the voice of people but failed to stop freedom

movement. He urged the world community to intervene and play their role to bring this genocide

to an end in occupied Kashmir. India had unleashed a reign of terror and the world needed to

curb it, he added.

Commodore Mehboob Ellahi Malk, Principal, Cadet College Petaro stressed the need for a
peaceful resolution of Kashmir conflict. He remarked that both Pakistan and India cannot afford
another war as this could be a nuclear war, putting global peace at stake. “We can convince the
world of our strength by achieving more economic and political empowerment and by the power

of tangible reasoning”, he said.

Professor Dr. Moonis Ahmar, Former Dean, Faculty of social
Sciences, University of Karachi said that having failed in its designs
to suppress the struggle India resorted to initiate process of
demographic transformation of population to turn them into minority.

This, he said, India was doing to replicate Israeli model.

Dr. Moonis Ahmar said, “One school of thought represents

religious extremists in India that believes in Hindu hegemony within India and in Jammu and

Kashmir while the other wants India to protect its secular identity and opposes communal,
violent extremist ideology”. He supported bilateral confidence-building measures and

meaningful dialogue between Pakistan and India.

Professor Dr. Khalida Ghous, Former Director, Centre of
Excellence for Women Studies, University of Karachi and head of the
Social Policy and Development Centre, Karachi bemoaned blatant,
excessive and violent use of force. She sought intervention of world
rights’ bodies, International Court of Justice and other relevant global

forums into the matter. Dr. Khalida Ghous said “Let me stress

sustained, structured and systematic bilateral approach and dialogue as a way forwarded both at

the government and people-to-people levels”.
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Professor Dr. Shuja Ahmed Mahesar, Director Pakistan Study Centre, University of Sindh,
Jamshoro urged global forums to intervene to help Kashmiri’s get their right of self-
determination and resolve the conflict to guarantee peace and harmony in the South Asian

region. This would allow the people of Pakistan and India to prosper, he added.



Dr. Shuja Ahmed Mahesar said the aim of conference was to analyse the various aspects of
Kashmir conflict and its impact on the changing dynamics of power politics in South Asia. He

argued that Kasmir stands as a potential nuclear flashpoint between India and Pakistan. Thus the

Kashmir conflict has become main source of nucleraization in South Asia.

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Dr. Mahesar further said that getting South Asia declared a non-nuclear zone, has remained
thrust of Pakistan’s diplomatic efforts. However, due to lukewarm attitude of international
community Pakistan was left with no option other than to go for the development of nuclear
weapons. Thus, it must be noted that Pakistan’s nuclear programme was reactive move.

In the month of May 1998, Pakistan also conducted nuclear
test in response to Indian nuclear explosion.

Dr. Mahesar explained that Pakistan’s nuclear capability has
maintained status quo and it has worked as main source of balance
power in South Asia. Nuclear weapons have also prevented India
from achieving its hegemonic goals. Pakistan’s minimum

deterrence is to protect the territorial integrity of country.




Thus, international community should realise the need to prevent possible nuclear war
which will have devastating effects on the entire region of the South Asia and off course entire

World.

The United Nations Security Council must implefnent its resolutions on the issue of Kasmir
and give right to people of Kashmir to decide about their own destiny.

The solution of Kasmir can guarantee durable peace and social harmony in the South Asian
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region. Situated in South Asia and the Gulf Pakisatn can make a positive contribution to the

peace and stability of the region.

Earlier, a Kashmir solidarity rally was proceded from the Faculty of Arts towards the
Allama I.I1.Kazi Central Library. Faculty members, officers, employees, students and community
members attended the rally led by Professor Dr. Fateh Muhammad Burfat, vice Chancellor,

University of Sindh, Jamshoro.




National Songs were sung by Mr.Mohammad Younis Keerio student
and Khushboo Chandio. One motivational speech was delivered by
Asadullah Wassan. Mr.Taugeer Naeem, SSP also spoke. He remarked
that there is a serious violation of human
rights in Kashmir. Thus, this conflict must
be resolved according to the aspirations of
people of Kashmir.
